History of the Fourth of July

On June 11, 1776, the colonies' Second Continental Congress
meeting in Philadelphia formed a committee with the express
purpose of drafting a document that would formally sever their
. ties with Great Britain. The final version was officially adopted
The Price by the Continental Congress on July 4th.
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The following day, copies of the Declaration of Independence
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were distributed and, on July 6, 7he Pennsylvania Evening Post
became the first newspaper to print the extraordinary docu-
ment. The Declaration of Independence has since become our
nation's most cherished symbol of liberty.

On July 8, 1776, the first public readings of the Declaration
were held in Philadelphia's Independence Square to the ringing
of bells and band music. One year later, on July 4, 1777, Phila-
delphia marked Independence Day by adjourning Congress and
celebrating with bonfires, bells and fireworks.

Congress established Independence Day as a holiday in 1870,
and in 1938 Congress reaffirmed it as a holiday, but with full
pay for federal employees. Today, communities across the
nation mark this major midsummer holiday with parades, fire-
works, picnics and the playing of the "Star Spangled Banner"
and marches by John Philip Sousa.

History of the Flag

On June 14, 1777, the Continental Congress
passed an act establishing an official flag for the
new nation. The resolution ordered that "the
flag of the United States be made of thirteen
stripes, alternate red and white; that the union
be thirteen stars, white in a blue field, repre-
senting a new constellation."

While no one knows the exact origin of the
first American flag, some historians believe it
was designed by Congressman Francis Hop-
kinson and sewn by Philadelphia seamstress
Betsy Ross.

Between 1777 and 1960, Congress passed sev-
eral acts that changed the shape, design and ar-
rangement of the flag and allowed stars and stripes
to be added to reflect the admission of each new
state.

Today the flag consists of 13 horizontal
stripes, seven red alternating with six white. The

stripes represent the original 13 colonies, the
stars represent the 50 states of the Union. The
colors of the flag are symbolic as well, red sym-
bolizes hardiness and valor, white symbolizes
purity and innocence and blue represents vigi-
lance, perseverance and justice.

The proposed new rules will begin being enforced in 2012 with the goal of
ensuring that cars and trucks sold in America will be nearly 40 percent cleaner
and more efficient by 2016.

The plan will not dictate the size of cars and trucks, but it is designed to spur
innovation and resourcefulness by raising the energy-efficiency bar for all sizes
an types of vehicles. There will be new requirements for tailpipe emissions of
carbon dioxide and for gas mileage. By 2016, passenger cars must average 39
miles per gallon and light trucks 30 mpg. Overall, vehicles that are sold in the
U.S. must average 35.5 mpg in seven years. Presently, the average vehicle get
25-28 mpg. These rules will apply to new cars only.

PREP: 30 MINUTES - GRILL: 1-1/2 HOURS - COOL: 30 MINUTES - STAND: 30 MINUTES

INGREDIENTS
3-1/2 LBS. PEACHES, PEELED, HALVED AND PITTED 1 TBSP.CANOLA OIL
1/2 CUP SUGAR

1/4 CUP SNIPPED FRESH BASIL

3 TBSP. CORNSTARCH

1 TBSP. LEMON JUICE

1 15-OUNCE PKG. ROLLED REFRIGERATED UNBAKED PIE CRUST (2 CRUSTS)
NONSTICK COOKING SPRAY
1 EGG, LIGHTLY BEATEN

1 TABLESPOON WATER

1 TBSP. SUGAR

DIRECTIONS
1. For a charcoal grill, arrange medium-high coals on one side of a grill. Test for medium heat above
the empty side of the grill. Brush peach halves with canola oil. Place halves, cut sides down, on a grill
rack directly over coals for 3 minutes until lightly browned. Remove from heat.

2. Cut peach halves into wedges. In a large mixing bowl toss peaches with 1/2 cup sugar, basil, corn-
starch and lemon juice.

3. On a lightly floured surface, roll each crust to a 12-inch diameter. Coat a 9-1/2 to 10-inch cast
iron skillet with nonstick cooking spray. Line the skillet with one of the crusts, the dough should
come 3/4 of the way up the sides of the pan. Place the peach mixture into the pie crust in the skillet.
With a sharp knife, cut several slits in the center of the second crust to vent steam. Place the second
crust over the pie filling. Tuck any extra dough at the edges between the side of the skillet and the
bottom crust. Crimp edge. In a small bowl combine the beaten egg and water. Brush the pie with
egg mixture, then sprinkle with the remaining 1 tablespoon sugar.

4. Place the skillet on the grill rack over the empty side of the grill. Cover and grill for 11/2 to 2 hours
or until crust is golden and filling is bubbly, rotating once halfway through grilling time. (For a gas
grill, preheat grill. Reduce heat to medium. Adjust for indirect cooking. Grill as directed above.) Cool
the pie on a wire rack 30 to 40 minutes before slicing. Makes: 12 servings.
